But such comments do little to quell
concerns that the Bells have enabled
NSA to conduct what _ in the words of a
former AT&T technician _ "amounts to
vacuum-cleaner surveillance of all the
data crossing the Internet," whether e-
mail, Web surfing, or telephone calls.

Many are asking whether, in exchange
for allowing the NSA to monitor network
traffic, the three Bell companies have
sought significant benefits from the fed-
eral government. Have the telephone
companies traded our rights to telephone
privacy in return for government favors?
And has Qwest _ the one company that
openly bucked the NSA's program _ suf-
fered reprisals? Federal
Communications Commission (FCC)

petitors, and consumers reaped billions
in savings as a result.

But, since 2002 when the NSA first
sought the Bell's calling records, the FCC
has embarked on a steady path of deci-
sions that gave the Bells a favored posi-
tion in the marketplace. In a series of
orders, the FCC reversed the competi-
tion rules that had given competitors
access to the public switched Bell tele-
phone networks and that had required
that the Bells interconnect their networks
with competing broadband providers.
The Bells even persuaded the White
House and the Department of Justice not
to defend in the courts the few competi-
tion provisions that the FCC had left in
place _ a move that cost the millions of
customers served by competitive
providers billions of dollars in annual sav-
ings.

Recently, the administration's openhand-
edness towards the cooperating Bells
has taken on strange dimensions. As the
Bells seek to offer video services, the
Justice Department has taken the sur-

prising step of filing a brief at the FCC
supporting Bell efforts to be exempted
from the nondiscrimination requirements
that apply to all other cable companies. It
is nearly unprecedented for the Justice
Department to take such a partisan posi-
tion before an independent regulatory
agency.

But unlike its three cooperating Bell
brethren, the less compliant Qwest has
been handed a series of disturbing
defeats at the FCC and the Justice
Department. While AT&T and Verizon
were able to merge with their largest
competitors without divesting one single
telephone line, Qwest's attempt to
acquire a much smaller company was
met with such onerous Justice
Department conditions on divestiture that
Qwest canceled the deal.

Similarly, when Qwest sought relief from
certain regulatory obligations in a single
city _ Omaha _ the FCC refused. Yet
when Verizon asked for the same relief,
the FCC quickly granted a form of relief
that exceeded Verizon's request, and
applied that relief to every state where
Verizon provides service.

In February, Martin told the Senate
Commerce Committee that he would
"take strong enforcement action to
address any noncompliance by telecom-
munications carriers" with the FCC's pri-
vacy rules. Indeed, citing those rules, the
FCC recently fined a small competitor to
the Bell companies $100,000 for failing
to submit a one-page form to the FCC.
Notably, the FCC did not accuse the
company of disclosing a single customer
record improperly.

Now the FCC's apparent decision not to
investigate in the face of what appears to
be a much deeper invasion into our pri-
vacy is telling. Also, the FCC already
appears to be signaling that it will rapidly
approve AT&T's merger with BellSouth,
continuing AT&T's drive to recreate the
old Bell one-telephone-company monop-
oly. Not a peep has been heard from the
FCC (nor the Justice Department) about
the consumer harms that could result.
We wonder whether rewards for the
Bells' cooperation continue to be doled
out. As long as there is no meaningful
congressional oversight of the FCC, we
will not know.

Fox News (Officially)
Abandons Journalism
in the Middle East

"We're covering the story from every angle!" enthused a Fox News
anchor Friday, as Rupert Murdoch's all-news channel, like CNN and
MSNBC, went wall-to-wall covering the latest round of violence in the
Middle East. Despite that hype, Fox News has pointedly refused to covel
every angle of the bloody, on-going story and in the process has walked
away from professional journalism and crossed over into dutiful propa
ganda; a dangerous new chapter even for Fox News.

Based on a review of the blatantly one-sided collection of
guests and experts FNC has booked to discuss the conflict recently, it's
obvious Fox News has opted to present an hermetically sealed version ot
events from the Middle East and spoon feed its viewers a pre-school-like
version of the news. Fox News has moved beyond the warmongering it
trademarked during the run-up to the Iraq war in 2003 and slipped into a
conscious, company-wide decision to purposely cordon off tepics of dis
cussion.

That the Middle East battle is told
primarily through the eyes of Israelis is not
surprising. American news organizations
have more resources inside Israel, better
sources within the Israeli government and
most Americans clearly sympathize with the
Israelis in their never-ending conflict with

Arabs. .

and Fox News has certainly had its thumb on the scale. Last week Bill
O'Reilly warned about a coming Holocaust. And during one of the end
lessly looping FNC conversation about Iran's alleged puppet-like manip
ulation of Hezbelloh, Fox News' on-screen text asked, "Are Saddam
Hussein's WMDs Now in Hezbollah's Hands?"

Following Bush's lead of openly picking sides in the Middle East conflict
and chucking the notion of acting as an honest broker, FNC has decided
there is no 'other side' of the story to report on. Not if you lock at the col
lections of experts FNC has invited on the air.

My tabulation is by no means exact, but covering a roughly
six-day period covering late last week, | identified, via TVEyes.com, more
than 100 guests who appeared on FNC to discuss the current Middle Eas
violence. Of those 100, | counted less than ten who raised serious ques
tions about Israel's military assault which, to date, has killed nearly 400
Lebanese, or questioned America's strident support for Israel or its slow-
motion approach to diplomacy.
