"We know that there are a lot of people now asking
questions," said Janice Matthews, executive direc -
tor of 911Truth.org, one of the most sophisticated
Internet sites raising doubts about official explana -
tions of the attacks. "We didn't have the Internet
after Pearl Harbor,
the Gulf of Tonkin
or the Kennedy
assassination. But
we live in different
times now." 
Matthews' Web
site averaged
4,000 "hits" a day
last year, but cur -
rently has at least
12,000 visits every
24 hours. The site,
according to its
online policy state -
ment, is dedicated
to showing the
public that "ele-
ments within the
U.S. government
must have orchestrated or participated in the exe -
cution of the attacks for these to have happened
the way in which they did." 
Participants in the poll were asked to respond to
"several serious accusations that some people
have made against the federal government in
recent years." Five conspiracy theories were

described and participants were asked if each was
"very likely, somewhat likely or unlikely." 
The poll found that a majority of young adults give
at least some credence to a 9/11 conspiracy com -
pared to less than a fourth of people 65 or older.

Members of
racial and ethnic
minorities, peo-
ple with only a
high school edu-
cation and
Democrats were
especially likely
to suspect fed-
eral involvement
in 9/11. 
The survey was
conducted by
telephone from
July 6-24 at the
Scripps Survey
Research Center
at the University
of Ohio under a
grant from the

Scripps Howard Foundation. The poll has a margin
of error of 4 percentage points.

'Homage to 
the Olive Tree' 

exhibition opens 
at UN 

on Sept 19 
NEW YORK,

UN Secretary General Kofi Annan along with Greek
Foreign Minister Dora Bakoyannis will inaugurate the
'Homage to the Olive Tree' exhibition at the organization’s
headquarters on September 19, Greece's permanent rep -
resentative at the UN Adamantios Vasilakis announced at
a press conference here over the weekend.

Also present at the inauguration will be Culture Minister
George Voulgarakis.

Announcing a series of cultural events on the occasion of
September's Greek Security Council presidency, Vasilakis
said that Prime Minister Costas Karamanlis has pro -
claimed 2006 as year of the "Olive Tree", and that Greece
has planned activities for the promotion of "this very
important product" both inside and outside Greece.

The exhibition was first presented during the 2004 Athens
Olympic Games. 

A Greek Food Festival is scheduled for October 9-20 while
a concert by the Greek Radio-Television Orchestra will be
given at the UN's great hall on October 25, the Greek
diplomat said.  

By popular demand, the world-
renowned National Theatre of
Greece returns to New York City
Center (September 16-20)!  The
Persians (Persae) is the oldest
surviving play in history, and the
only surviving Greek tragedy
dealing with a non-mythical
theme. The play celebrates the
final defeat of the armies of
Xerxes in the sea-battle of
Salamis (480 B.C.). After it was
performed in 472 B.C. in
Dionysia, Aeschylus (who him-
self fought in that battle) was
awarded the first prize.  The play
is not only a boastful picture of
the Greek triumph over the
Persians, it is solemn warning
addressed to both victors and
vanquished. It is a vision of
divine justice humbling the pride
of nations, a moral lesson on
tyranny that touches the heart
and conscience of each oppres-
sor, whether Greek or barbarian.

Papadopoulos underlined that Turkey is obliged to meet
the commitments it undertook towards the European
Union otherwise, Ankara's accession effort would have
unfavorable consequences.
In statements before departing Saturday Sept 8th to
Helsinki, where  participated in the 6th Asia-Europe
Meeting (ASEM), President Papadopoulos said that the
EU should not give the impression "that Turkey can con -
tinue unhindered its EU procedure, without even respect -
ing the obligations it undertook towards the EU".
He explained that in such an event, the credibility of the EU
would be at stake, and it would lead to further dispute
regarding the EU- Turkey relations.
Invited to comment on Ankara's refusal to meet its EU
obligations, President Papadopoulos said that the EU
adheres by its position that Turkey should respect its
commitments, including the ones it undertook towards
the Republic of Cyprus, in line with the EU-Turkey negoti -
ating framework and the September 21, 2005 EU coun -
terstatement, on Turkey's unilateral statement that it does
not recognize the Republic of Cyprus.
He added that this would be a negative development, for
all parties involved, including Cyprus.
"There is something even worse. To give the impression
that Turkey can continue, unhindered, its EU course, with -
out meeting its obligations it undertook towards the EU",
he continued.The EU, the president said, is working on
various proposals to overcome any difficulties regarding
the EU-Turkey relations, and expressed hope that the
European Commission's assessment report on Turkey in
October, will offer "some ways out". All countries, aspir -
ing to become EU member states, are subject to the same
rules and regulations, President Papadopoulos said,
adding ''Turkey should not be treated differently, regard -
less of how much important this country is for Europe and
our region''.
'Turkey is obliged to respect its obligations, otherwise its
accession procedure will have unfavorable conse -
quences'', he told reporters.
Referring to the bicommunal discussions aiming to imple -
ment the July 8th agreement between the leaders of the
Greek Cypriot and the Turkish Cypriot community,
Tassos Papadopoulos and Mehmet Ali Talat respectively,
he said that both sides must have the good will to comply
with the July 8th statement.
Papadopoulos and Talat agreed on 8 July 2006, during a
meeting in Nicosia in the presence of UN Undersecretary
General for political affairs Ibrahim Gambari, to begin a
process of bicommunal discussions on issues that affect
the day-to-day life of the people and concurrently those
that concern substantive issues, both contributing to a
comprehensive settlement to the Cyprus problem.

Consequences for
Turkey if no compli-
ance with EU 
obligations 

"It is not enough only to have a good cli -
mate, nor is it possible to start full discus -
sion, for two reasons. Firsty, UN Secretary
General has clearly stated that he is not
willing to begin a new initiative unless there
is good will on both sides and progress on
the ground in promoting the issues of sub -
stance", he said.
"Secondly, because one or more meetings
between the leaders of both communities
for the discussion of core issues of the

Cyprus problem, without preparation,
analysis, and negotiation on the aspects of
substantive issues, would inevitably lead to
a new deadlock", the president continued.
''A second failure", he stressed, "would be
a very bad development, because wrong
messages will be given, that the Cyprus
problem can not be solved and the only
conclusion would be to either attain the sta -
tus quo or partition''.

"We seek to avert any kind of crisis, because I believe
that the general impression in Europe is that it would

be a bad development if Turkey's EU course faces insur -
mountable difficulties", the president stated.

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Greeks admit Spain were better prepared

SAITAMA (FIBA World Championship) - Greece's
players and their coach admitted that Spain were
deserving winners in the 70-47 triumph on Sunday
in the FIBA World Championship gold medal game.
The European champions were out-hustled by a
motivated Spanish team that was playing without
injured big man Pau Gasol.
"In three years, we play one game very bad.
Unfortunately, it was the final. But that happens.
That's basketball," said Greek captain Mihalis
Kakiouzis.
"Today our minds were gone. We played really bad, especially on
defense. And that's our speciality. They took advantage of all of our mis -
takes on defense."
The Spanish made 43% of their shots, but most importantly hit 12 of 30
three-pointers (40%).
"The hardest thing is the way that we lost the game. They had us hand-
cuffed," added playmaker Theo Papaloukas.
"I think Spain was much more prepared than us today. They wanted the
game more. And for me, they really deserved the win."
Greek coach Panagiotis Yannakis said his team lost faith in their game.
"My players today didn't have patience and concentration for the game.
And this was the problem," he said.

"We try too fast to do something when Spain took the lead. We lost some
easy rebounds and that took our lose our faith for our game. It was the
same problem for everybody. Tonight we didn't have the passion to come
back."
Greece are now left to think about what they gained from this tournament.
There are great memories for this team which went undefeated in Group
C, winning thrillers against Lithuania, Australia and Brazil, and then tri -
umphed over Team USA 101-95 in their semi-final showdown.

"This was the first World Championship for me,"
Papaloukas said. "I had a great time, and I hope
Greece will be here again and maybe win the
gold medal next time."

But Kakiouzis said: "I told some journalists that
we would not be happy if we lose tonight. And
we are not happy with the silver.
"We want to try and win everything. We
deserved to be in the final. And it was a big day
for us, winning the first (FIBA World

Championship) medal in the history of our country. But we wanted more.
Now, maybe we can play Spain in the final next year for Europe."

Papaloukas said it will take a few days for the satisifaction of Greece's first
FIBA World Championship medal to sink in.
"Right now, we have a strange feeling. But you say that a country of 10 mil -
lion people beat the USA - a great team with great players - and they won
a silver medal with an 8-1 record, I think it's good.
"But you have to stay focused. Life isn't done. We have more tournaments.
This team is young. And we're going to do a lot of things in the future.

"Sometimes, losses are more important than wins because you learn
things. I keep all the good things.
"And from this loss I have to remember that this tournament is big and you
have to wait until the end. Still, it's a very big success for Greek basketball.
"Nothing can take back any of the big things that we've already done. If we
had won everything here, then we may not have the motivation for the
future.

Media" isn't so
big in the eyes of
government
after all.
Some of the
nation's largest
news media
companies,
including The
Associated
Press, were counted last year by the govern -
ment as small businesses for contracting pur -
poses, inflating the Bush administration's
record of help to small companies.
Other media companies to be treated that way
included The New York Times Co., USA Today
International Corp., Bloomberg L.P., and even
the Public Broadcasting Service, according to
data the administration gave congressional
investigators. 
The media giants join other corporate icons like
Wal-Mart and Home Depot that congressional
investigators identified last week as companies
listed as small businesses by the White House.
The companies say the government erroneous -
ly gave them that designation and they did not
portray themselves as small businesses to win
the contracts.
"Since we do not categorize The New York
Times as a small business, clearly this was an
error," Times spokeswoman Abbe Serphos said
of two General Services Administration con -
tracts totaling $10,875 that the government
reported as small business contracts.
The Times' parent company also publishes the
Boston Globe, International Herald Tribune and
15 other daily newspapers. It reported $3.4 bil -
lion in revenue in 2005 and has about 12,500
employees.
The AP was cited as receiving five small busi -
ness contracts valued at $31,600. Three of the
contracts were awarded by the State
Department, one was given by the U.S. Coast
Guard, and the fifth was from the Department of
Transportation.
AP was able to confirm that the original Coast

Guard contract
didn't list it as a
small business. AP
spokeswoman
Linda Wagner said
the news organiza -
tion couldn't find
any records
involving the other
four contracts.
"We do not believe
AP has signed any

government contract that specified small busi -
ness status for the vendor," she said.
The AP, a not-for-profit cooperative, employs
about 3,700 people in more than 240 locations
around the globe. It reported 2005 revenues of
$654 million.
Tara Connell, a spokeswoman for Gannett Co.,
the parent company of USA Today International,
said records showing the subsidiary received a
$12,690 small business contract from the
Bureau of Indian Affairs was obviously a "cleri -
cal error."
Gannett, headquartered in McLean, Va., is the
nation's largest newspaper company. It report -
ed $7.6 billion in operating revenue in 2005 and
has 52,600 employees.
Bloomberg, which employs 8,200 people and
reported annual revenues of $3.2 billion in
2005, gave a similar account. "We do not cate -
gorize ourselves as a small business nor do we
represent ourselves as a small business,"
spokeswoman Judith Czelusniak said.
The government is required to spend 23 percent
of roughly $314 billion in contracts with small
businesses. Last month, the Small Business
Administration claimed the government more
than met that goal in 2005.
But an investigation by House Democrats,
found the number was closer to 22 percent
because about $12 billion in contracts to big
companies were mistakenly cited as going to
small businesses.The media companies were
not mentioned in the congressional report last
week but were included in a database of small
businesses the investigators received as part of
their inquiry.

More than a third of the American public suspects that federal officials assist -
ed in the 9/11 terrorist attacks or took no action to stop them so the United
States could go to war in the Middle East, according to a new Scripps
Howard/Ohio University poll. 
The national survey of 1,010 adults also found that anger against the federal
government is at record levels, with 54 percent saying they "personally are
more angry" at the government than they used to be. 
Widespread resentment and alienation toward the national government
appears to be fueling a growing acceptance of conspiracy theories about the
2001 attacks on the World Trade Center and the Pentagon. 
Suspicions that the 9/11 attacks were "an inside job" _ the common phrase
used by conspiracy theorists on the Internet -- quickly have become nearly as
popular as decades-old conspiracy theories that the federal government was
responsible for President John F. Kennedy's assassination and that it has
covered up proof of space aliens. 
70% of people who give credence to these theories also say they've become
angrier with the federal government than they used to be. 
36%  of respondents overall said it is "very likely" or "somewhat likely" that
federal officials either participated in the attacks on the World Trade Center
and the Pentagon or took no action to stop them "because they wanted the
United States to go to war in the Middle East." 
"One out of three sounds high, but that may very well be right," said Lee
Hamilton, former vice chairman of the National Commission on Terrorist
Attacks Upon the United States (also called the 9/11 commission.) His con -
gressionally appointed investigation concluded that federal officials bungled
their attempts to prevent, but did not participate in, the attacks by al Qaeda
five years ago. 
"A lot of people I've encountered believe the U.S. government was involved,"
Hamilton said. "Many say the government planned the whole thing. Of course,
we don't think the evidence leads that way at all." 
The poll also found that 16 percent of Americans speculate that secretly
planted explosives, not burning passenger jets, were the real reason the mas -
sive twin towers of the World Trade Center collapsed. 
Conspiracy groups for at least two years have also questioned why the World
Trade Center collapsed when fires that heavily damaged similar skyscrapers
around the world did not cause such destruction. Sixteen percent said it's
"very likely" or "somewhat likely" that "the collapse of the twin towers in New
York was aided by explosives secretly planted in the two buildings." 

Twelve percent suspect the Pentagon was struck by a military cruise missile
in 2001 rather than by an airliner captured by terrorists. 
That lower percentage may result from an effort by the conservative
Washington-based Judicial Watch advocacy group to debunk the claim. The
group filed claims under the Freedom of Information Act and got two fill loops
released from Pentagon security cameras. 
"Some people claim they can't see anything, but I see a plane hitting the
Pentagon at incredibly high speed," said Judicial Watch President Tom Fitton.
"I see the nose of the plane clearly entering the frame of one video and the tail
of the plane entering the Pentagon in the other video." 
Many conspiracy Web sites have posted the video loops and report the films
are inconclusive or were manipulated by the government. 
"Some folks will never be convinced," Fitton said. "But I'm hoping that these
videos will dissuade reasonable people from falling into a trap with these con -
spiracy theories." 
University of Florida law professor Mark Fenster, author of the book
"Conspiracy Theories: Secrecy and Power in American Culture," said the
poll's findings reflect public anger at the unpopular Iraq war, realization that
Saddam Hussein did not have weapons of mass destruction and growing
doubts of the veracity of the Bush administration. 

"What has amazed me is not that there are
conspiracy theories, but that they didn't seem
to be getting any purchase among the
American public until the last year or so,"
Fenster said. "Although the Iraq war was not
directly related to the 9/11 attacks, people are
now looking back at 9/11 with much more
skepticism than they used to."

Conspiracy-believing participants in the poll agree their suspicions are recent. 
"I certainly didn't think of conspiracies when 9/11 first happened," said Elaine
Tripp, 62, of Tabernacle, N.J. "I don't know if President Bush was aware of
the exact time it was going to happen. But he certainly didn't do enough to
stop it. Bush was so intent on having his own little war." Garrett Johnson, 19,
of Manassas, Va., said it was "well after the fact" before he started question -
ing the official explanation of the attacks. "But then people I know started talk -
ing about it. And the Internet had a lot to do with this. After reading all of the
different articles there, I started to think we weren't being told the truth." 
The Scripps Survey Research Center at Ohio University has tracked the level
of resentment people feel toward the federal government since 1995, starting
shortly after Timothy McVeigh bombed the federal building in Oklahoma City.
Forty-seven percent then said they, personally, feel "more angry at the feder -
al government" than they used to. That percentage dropped to 42 percent in
1997, 34 percent in 1998 and only 12 percent shortly after 9/11 during the
groundswell of patriotism and support for the government after the attacks. 
But the new survey found that 77 percent say their friends and acquaintanc -
es have become angrier with government recently and 54 percent say they,
themselves, have become angrier _ both record levels. 
The survey also found that people who regularly use the Internet but who do
not regularly use so-called "mainstream" media are significantly more likely to
believe in 9/11 conspiracies. People who regularly read daily newspapers or
listen to radio newscasts were especially unlikely to believe in the conspira -
cies.

MAKING HUMAN
RIGHTS A GLOBAL

REALITY

With war and attendant human right vio -
lations dominating the daily news, a summit at
the United Nations on Friday (August 25) pre -
sented human rights education as a practical
route to world peace.   Celebrities, human
rights heroes, and artists participated along -
side grassroots reformers from 40 countries
around the world.

“Imagine how different this world would
appear if member nations had implemented
real human rights education from the late
1940s,” said Tim Bowles, Executive Director
of Youth for Human Rights International, who
opened the event in front of 500 attendees in
Conference Room One at United Nations
headquarters. 

“We would not care to imagine how
our global civilization might appear if we fail
now to take effective action on teaching
human rights universally to our next genera -
tion,” he continued.
Youth for Human Rights International teamed
up with the Human Rights Department of the
Church of Scientology International, the
International Foundation for Human Rights
and Tolerance, and Artists for Human Rights
in co-organizing the event.

Mr. Enzo Di Taranto of the UN wel -
comed the group on behalf of the Office of the
High Commissioner on Human Rights, and
describing the central role of rights in the mis -
sion of the UN.    Mr. Hans Janitschek,
President of the UN Society of Writers,
described the vital role of artists in bringing
about reform and in implementing the
Universal Declaration of Human Rights.   Rev.
John Carmichael, President of the Church of
Scientology of New York, explained why his
church put such emphasis on the urging of its
founder L. Ron Hubbard, that “Human rights
must be made a fact, not an idealistic dream.”  

Youth delegates from around the world
shared the dais with experts from the reform
groups and the UN, and spoke from the floor
in discussions of effective action.  But it was
the international premiere of 30 one-minute
impactful public service announcements
about the 30 articles of the Universal
Declaration of Human Rights, that brought the
crowd to its feet.   Soon the attendees were
enthusiastically discussing how to use and
promote these learning tools to make human

rights a reality.

The creative force behind the PSAs,
award-winning director and filmmaker, Taron
Lexton, spoke about his vision as a 22-year
old in creating these human rights messages.
Mr. Lexton said, “I know a film maker can
change the world.  I poured everything I had
into these PSAs, because people everywhere
have a right to know their human rights.”

As proof that individual effort really can
change conditions, the crowd saw and heard
from five outstanding awardees who received
the International Human Rights Hero award,
presented at the UN by actress, Anne Archer.

Awardee Joseph Jay Yarsiah, as a teenag -
er was forced out of his native Liberia on three
different occasions due to the violent fighting.
Despite danger and devastation, he said, “I
returned because only through education of
the people of Liberia on their human rights,
and the rights of others, is there hope for an
end to conflict in my country.”   He has since
founded a Liberian chapter of Youth for
Human Rights, and is educating both govern -
ments and civilians.

From grassroots to high elegance,
awardee Teresa Cheung, born in Hong Kong,
is a fashion icon, film star, syndicated colum -
nist, and a tireless advocate for the rights of
women and children. 

Awardee Nasanin Afshim-Jam, crowned
Miss World Canada in 2003, and was runner-
up for Miss World that same year.    Putting
her singer career on hold several months ago,
she took up the case of a young Iranian
woman who had been condemned to hanging
for killing a man who with two others was try -
ing to rape her and her niece.   As a result of
Nazanin’s campaign, the woman has been
granted a new trial, and observers hope she
will receive a just result this time.

Luce Berking, a young native Samoan
from New Zealand, and Maxim Weithers, from
Canada, also received Human Rights Hero
Awards.       The summit was preceded by a
human rights art exhibit the evening before, at
the prestigious Westwood Gallery.  In the
evening following the summit, a concert enti -
tled, “Artists Taking a Stand for Human
Rights,” entertained 2,000 in Union Square
Park. 
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Seoul, South Korea -- Many people
who have had food at Buddhist tem -
ples are surprised by how delicious it
can be given the limitations on what
ingredients can be used - no spring
onions or garlic, which are thought of
as inflaming the senses, nothing that
has been killed.
Instead, Buddhist cooking brings out
the full flavor of the ingredients it
does use, awakening both mind and
body. Thus Buddhist cooking also
serves as an excellent alternative in
an age of proliferating food allergies
and wariness of additives like MSG,
excessive meat intake and irregular
dietary habits. Here, the Chosun Ilbo
explains the winning formula. 
1. Natural Spices
The secret of the simple flavors
unique to Buddhist dishes lies in nat -
ural spices. More than 30 kinds of
natural spices, from mushroom pow -
der to sea tangle, black bean powder,
cinnamon powder and green perilla
powder are used. 
2. Fiber
If Buddhist monks rarely have trouble
with constipation, it is because they
eat hundreds of seasoned vegeta -
bles. Buddhist dishes are thrifty,
often using even the roots and rind of
plants. "Vegetables and seasoned
vegetables are rich not only in fiber
but also phytochemicals, which pre -
vent cancer and chronic degenerative
diseases", says Prof. Shin Mi-kyung,
a Wonkwang University nutritionist.
3. Low Salt
"We add the least amount of salt for
seasoning because salty food makes
it difficult to focus on self-discipline
by stimulating our stomach and does

not bring out the true flavors of the
ingredients," says Hongseung, a
monk with a society for research
on Buddhist cooking. 
4. Low Calories
Buddhist food is low in calories,
with a bowl of hot cereal for break -
fast, a full meal for lunch and a
bowl of rice and three side dishes
for supper. They provide some

1,600 kcal on average a day, only 82
percent of adult's normal calorie
intake. This is why it is an excellent
diet for those who want to lose
weight. 
5. Nuts and Beans
As meat is not an option, Buddhist
cooking replaces it with pine nuts and
peanuts and other nuts, beans, tofu
and green perilla as sources of pro -
tein. Studies show that those who eat
nuts on a regular basis have a 35-50
percent lower risks of getting heart
disease, while beans are known for
their anti-cancer effects. 
6. Light Eating
Buddhist food makes it difficult to
overeat. People often eat too much of
any delicious food because they hurry
while eating, run out of time or skip
meals. "Nutrients left over when our
body's energy needs are already met
are the cause of obesity and various
diseases," Hongseung says. "If you
make a habit of light eating, you will be
able to live a long and healthy life." 
7. Food as MedicineBuddhism teaches
that eating the right food is the best way
to cure disease without taking medicine
or getting other treatment. "When I have
problem with my digestion, I eat cab -
bage, and when I have problem with the
lungs, I eat gingko nuts seasoned with
sesame oil," says monk Seonjae.
According to Prof. Lee Eui-ju of
Kyunghee University's Oriental
Medicine Hospital, food plays an
important role in the three stages of dis -
ease prevention, treatment and post-
treatment. "For people with diseases
related to dietary habits such as dia -
betes, hypertension and hypotension,
Buddhist dishes are a great help."

i remember.
in the early pre-dawn hours of septem -

ber 11th 2001 i had  nightmares about my
friend artie being crushed and trapped under
rubble at work (atlantic bank at the WTC. -
having not spoken to him for a while i did not
know they had moved their offices back to
mid-town some months back.) in my dream i
couldn't tell what had happened  
to cause such a horror-nor were the towers
prominent- just my friend  at his work. trapped
under heavy things , choking dust , sirens and  
acrid smell was what i dreamt . i was staying
at my mom's as she was  recuperating from
open heart surgery and needed some extra
help .  i  woke up still having trouble breathing
from the claustrophobia of my  nightmare,
stumbled into the living room where the TV
was on pretty  much 24 hours a day and
before i could pour and drink a cup of coffee  
and shake off my heebie-jeebies.... there it
was- happening before  our eyes. the news
and confusion and my dream in actuali -
ty........way  
more horrific and epic than my sleep terrors
had been. bill hickey  (my acting teacher and a
wonderful actor) was fond of nudging his more
shy students by saying that truth was always
more than whatever  you could come up with.

i remember going to ground zero with
athina, armed with  combat boots , gas masks
, a TV camera and a couple of press passes.  
walking, walking, walking........no cars
allowed.

i remember the almost Holy aura sur -
rounding the helpers at  the actual site- the red
cross volunteers , the soldiers , firemen  and
policemen and women and so many others.

i remember that the smell was very sim -
ilar to the burning  yet slightly sickly-sweet
smell in my dream.

i remember thinking while walking
around lower manhattan- wherever we were
allowed to do so- that the actuality was more  

dreamlike and surreal than my dream had
been.

i remember being numb with grief,
swimming in emotional  deep waters for the
dead and their survivors. sad for the ones who
flew their planes deep into our hearts losing
their souls in the  
process.

i remember being unable to speak-  a
rare thing for me  under almost all conditions.

i remember how polite new yorkers
became, how considerate  and careful with
each other, almost tender. how , for months  
afterwards, we were collecting stories of hope
and extraordinary good  luck. the one that
ignored the "all-clear" in the second building  
and hi-tailed it down 80 flights of stairs just
before the first  building came down. the one
that ran back in to grab someone slower  and
in distress and they both made it out.  the one
that had a  terrible feeling she attributed to
worry for her mom so she stayed  
home only to watch the twins come down
across the river while she  sipped tea with her
mother on their balcony in jersey.  the two
friends who, independent of each other, decid -
ed to play hooky that  
morning from their white collar jobs. it was , in
fact , such a  glorious ,sharply beautiful, sunny
day.

my wedding was at windows on the
world at the world trade  center  february 14th
1998 and it had remained a very special place
for my husband and myself. as a matter of fact
we had already decided  to celebrate our tenth
anniversary there with a huge party.

last night the eerie  twin lights of the
WTC memorial  could be seen at least as far
upstate as putnam county- where we  live.

From Volos (named Iolcos in ancient times)
set sail the "talking" ship Argo with a crew of
fifty demigods and princes under Jason's
leadership in the 13th century B.C. Their mis -
sion was to reach Colchis in Aea at the east -
ern seaboard of the Black Sea and reclaim and
bring back the Golden Fleece, a symbol of the
opening of new trade routes. Along with the
Golden Fleece Jason brought a wife, the sor -

ceress Medea, king Aeetes' daughter, grand -
daughter of the Sun, niece of Circe, princess
of Aea, and later queen of Iolkos, Korinth and
Aea, and also slayer of her brother Apsyrtos
and her two sons from Jason, indeed a tragic
figure of a woman whose trials and tribulations
were so artfully dramatized in the much staged
Euripides' "Medea".
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Argo was the ship, built by Argos with the help of Athena, in
which Jason and the Argonauts sailed in quest of the Golden

Fleece. It was the largest ship ever built, and its crew included
Heracles, Orpheus, and a host of other heroes from all over Greece.
Athena fitted the bow of the ship with a speaking timber, cut from

the sacred oaks of Dodona.

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The ship is being build using scientifically accurate
ancient methods of ship building, as part of a
research program of experimental naval archaeolo -
gy. www.volos-city.gr writes: "This is a very ambi -
tious project, which took years of painstaking
enquiry and relevant studies." Construction has in
fact almost finished, and the ship will be first
launched during a small ceremony, attended by
Greek and foreign dignitaries, including the Greek
prime minister, on September 17, this year. This will
be followed by a series of tests and evaluations that
will lead up to the actual symbolic journey, the start
of which should be celebrated by the envisioned
Vangelis event.

Shipbuilders using handmade tools but also meth -
ods used long ago, to  re-create the ship of Argo.
Wooden pegs and wedges hold together the frame
and planks. In ancient times the gaps between the
planks were caulked with resin, The modern
builders have mixed the resin with animals fat, to
preserve the ship for future generations.
Whole trees were used to build the hull, it took days
of searching in the same forests - as Jason's men
did-  to find long, straight trees for the purpose.

The objective of the research and
reconstruction"ARGO" is  
the product of both pragmatic and
scientifically proven iteration of  a
boat with oars.

Pre-historic ship of the 15th century
b.c. belonging to  
the category of 'continental naval
school' in other words the same
family of ships known as 'long ships'
by Homer and the (piston)  warships
of  later time.

The length  of the ship is 30 meters
while the width is 4  
meters. The oars number 50 which
was quite the innovation for the  
time improving operational ability
over other ships.

ELLOPIA: WHAT WAS THE INCENTIVE FOR THIS EFFORT?

A.Kourtis:  Actually a pretty typical Greek incentive. Tremendous
curiosity. My hobby was designing (modern) ships till i saw the  
documentary on ' Keryneia' and was seduced into the world of ancient
ships.
E: ARE YOU LOOKING TO WRITE HISTORY?

K:  We have no grand aspirations for making history. We are  experimenting and there is much room for failure.  Luckily
, we've  not tasted failure as of yet.
E: WHAT MAKES THIS SHIP SPECIAL?

K: We could build a ship much like this with modern means but that
would add nothing to the research. The Argo changed history. It was
responsible for the people of western civilization to be able to return to
Asia and the East. Geo-politically, historically it was a  very important
event , one that could not have been accomplished  
without the tool (Argo). As you can see, this is a ship most worthy  of
respect. The Argo is built with 5 different trees which must be  used in
specific areas. We are with tied hands as far as the ancient  documents
go - as for how we can work. However this also leaves very  little room
for doubt. For us to be authentic every step must go in very specific ways.
E: HOW DID YOU DECIDE ON THIS PARTICULAR VERSION OF THE ARGO

K: The information available is immense and the first step is to  gather then organize all info out there (that alone took
us 2 years)  then you start putting the puzzle together which all this info
offers. We needed another year and a half to study the ship then make
models both on paper and 3D to learn how to make the ship and the 4th  
year we started the ship-building experiment. We will not be a  complete
success unless we can actually do whatever the Argo did-  
then we will be as close to the original as one can get.
Most people have the idea that since this was a big deal historically  that
the Argo was actually a big ship.  Ancient civilizations were  frugal in
their use of everything and this is quite a narrow ship  only able to fit 50
rowers. But no rower wanted to sail in a ship  that carried the least extra
thing above what was absolutely  essential. Thusly the ship is minimalist , aerodynamic and narrow-  able to navigate
in any waters it encounters.
E: WAS THE ARGO A CULTURE SHOCK TO THE TRADITIONAL SHIP BUILDERS?
K:They dealt with it well- or didn't show it  .The original had the  
unsurpassable shock.The  ship building process of the Argo , itself, was
challenging. You  
have to build in a manner all but completely forgotten. We had to  find
that way and relearn all techniques. It frightened most  prospective ship -
builders away. The ones that overcame the fear are  the ones you see
here today. Nikos Repos and his father. Both are excellent artisans but
that is not as important as the leap they had  to make in their relation to
their craft. They had to forget the  traditional methods for wooden ship
building and work in an ancient  method never before seen by them- not
even in their dreams.
E: SLOWLY THE ARGO IS GETTING READY TO DROP INTO THE SEA.
ARE YOU  DREAMING OF THE MOMENT AND HOW YOU WILL FEEL ?

K: The moment a ship of my design falls into the sea- i have lived  it. I also have three children. The feelings are not dis -
similar .  Like a new child being born. It is one of the most overwhelming  emotioinal moments of one's life for a sea-
faring man. his child- his  ship afloat in the water. Then and only then does it become a true  creature of the sea.

"The ship is a replica of the ancient ship Argo------ as
exact as we  can get to the original. The organizations

underwriting this  scientific program are the
Navdomos Institute , the Municipality of  Volos. As a
matter of fact Volos is the area which is the heir of

the  Argo  and the Argonauts".
